3. Planning
3.1 Planning applications

3.1.1 22/00654/AS - The Parsonage, Watery Lane

Proposed two storey side and rear extension.

The extensions have been poorly designed. Although the neighbour impacts might not be a significant factor as this property is a detached dwelling situated well within its own boundary, and Westwell has a number of houses in the village that have been extended to this degree, the design is not sympathetic in scale or materials. In particular the north facing elevation ridge height is large and perpendicular to the main roof line making the design both unsatisfactory and overbearing. The Parish Council would like to draw to the Planning Officer’s attention to the east facing balconies that face directly towards the high-speed rail link close by, noting that this may cause a noise issue within the property; This application would replace a vernacular house with a very unbalanced building.  SPG 10 - Domestic Extensions requires “a coherent a design form”. This does not meet that requirement.

To object to the application as it is currently designed.


3.1.2 22/00590/AS The Wheel Inn



Single Storey rear extension

This modest single storey extension to the rear of the pub will not be visible from the front and will only occupy an area currently fenced off from the public areas. It is fully supported by the Parish Council as it will improve the functionality of the pub so that it can soon become an open pub, rather that a closed pub, as soon as reasonably possible. It was also noted that there is a numerical error in the application, which suggests a loss of parking spaces. In fact there will be no change in the number of parking spaces.

Proposed two storey rear extension, photo voltaic panels and new rooflights, new dormer windows revision of planning permission 21/00775/AS
